Lance Donna are constantly on the road
throughout this world with little equipment, which they use very effectively during live shows. Their next
stop is always a stage, which for the duration of a show is the center of their universe. During these
moments the sun often seems to shine, even in the rain. Recently, audiences experienced this
phenomena at the annual Rudolstadt Music Festival where Lance and Donna were crowd favorites. They
had a festival hit with their tune "The Sun Will Shine," which can be heard on their latest CD, released in
June. An album that was recorded in only one day at a Cologne studio. Once again, almost all songs are
originals. 15 of the 16 songs on the album were written by the duo, leaving other bands the unenviable
task of covering. While decent covers may be better than lifeless originals for some performers, Lance
and Donna create songs that sound and feel authentic.

The music on the hour-long CD is rounded out by the percussive art of Donna Howley who plays rainstick
and sings backup. These two interesting musicians manifest traditional blues music and bring it across in
