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So, someone decides to clone the Cramps, The B-52s and X. But there's a terrible lab accident, and all

the musical DNA is spilled on the floor. Nine months later, the Ditty Twisters emerge from the mop. 11

The album's sweet melodies and bitter lyrics yield the results of some of life's harder lessons, such as

what happens when a boy wants to be queen of the rodeo, or what may result from a bitter argument with

the devil himself.
