The fourth

entity is ran by Carlito G and DJ Karee better known as the Get Paid Crew. They have branched off into

Street Disciplez Radio that airs Friday and Saturday night from 10pm to 2am in Virginia's 7 cities on 103

Jamz. Not to be confused with Nas' new release Streets Disciple these disciples have been in the streets

spitting verses for over a combined twenty years. When asked how did he feel about the company's name

being very similar to Nas' new album? Ei8ht said, "It's like we've been on reserve for years and we can't

get an idea out to the public fast enough before it seems like someone else has a very similar idea."
