Having headlined many famous
venues including The House of Blues, The El Rey Theatre, The Roxy Theater, The Whiskey A Go-Go
and The Viper Room, FWP is committed to sharing their musical vision by expanding the radius to include
audiences from across the national spectrum. As the momentum continues to build, the band remains
focused on taking the music to new and interesting places.
