She has been active on the Lansing, MI music scene in the bands Mustard Pie and RAW, as well as in
the region with folk rock staple Half Looking. Drummer Shawn Doolittle made his debut Millenary
performance at Ladyfest Midwest Chicago in 2000, at the CD release show for "High Energy." He has
been rockin' the steady beats to get you moving ever since.
