He gradually dropped classical music completely and refocussed his creativity on jazz. Within a few years

he was performing and touring nationally with the country's best players, developing at a phenomenal rate

into a passionate and accomplished player, capable of both sophisticated romanticism, and bluesy

soul-influenced lyricism.
