The third song, Quiet of
the Night, is a short version of a much longer arrangement written and used at a Conference Center to
create a quiet setting before seminars.

The sixth song, Eastern Sounds, alternately mixes sounds from an Eastern style of harmony with
Western or American styles of harmony. The eighth song, Take Me Way Back, is a spirited easy flowing
song style similar to what you might have heard many years ago.
