Patrick Suler wrote his first song at fourteen, when he received his fathers old beat up acoustic guitar. He
started recording immediately onto a tape deck, using a microphone lent by his grandfather, who used to
sing him Hank William songs. Creative, Classy, and Emotional. Patrick Suler is more than a guy with a
guitar; he is a dynamic performer, outstanding guitarist, and inventive songwriter. When Patrick sings, the

music invites you to lose yourself, to explore, dream, or just listen.
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
