Using his skills on flute, keyboard, acoustic guitar and bass,

in conjunction with digital recording processes and help from friends in the music industry, Mr. Motz has
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composed and arranged songs that he hopes will transform your spirit, touch your soul and relax your

mind. These compositions are what his wife lovingly calls soundtracks for your life. With each piece, you

will find acoustic elements that will evoke a myriad of emotions; emotions that can easily be associated

with those life events that forever stay within your soul; be they happy or sad, beautiful or, perhaps,

unpleasant.
