I would make up songs about doing

my chores while not doing my chores which drove my mother crazy, says Jessi Jordan, who made a

name for herself as a music producer with the 2004 mega hit F.U.R.B., which rose to #27 on the Year

End Billboard Charts, as well as producing remixes for Pink, Beyonce and 3LW, just to name a few. I

have always loved pop music! There is just something about it that makes you feel so good. No matter

where you are or what you are doing, a song can make you remember that moment your first kiss, your

first fight, your first make up kiss theres a song for it! says Jessi. And, as an artist I just want to be a part

of making memories.

Albert Einstein said "The only real valuable thing is

intuition. and Jessi has made it her priority to follow hers. My goal as an artist is to show people that its

more than ok to just be yourself, whom ever she maybe, says Jordan, who wrote all of her lyrics and

melodies on her new album, Intuition.

Jessi also

shows her passion for love songs on such softer tracks as Numb and the sweetest break-up lullaby

Flatline. Flatline is the most vulnerable song on the album, she explains. "Its the musical equivalent of

crying yourself to sleep". And on first listen, Numb might seem like a love song, but "in all honestly its the

Anti love song Jessi jokes. "Its a total shift of power" It isnt rare for a pop star to be a triple threat however

it is rare to meet one that is a music producer, a songwriter and a singer. Jessi Jordan is that rare pop

star and in following her intuition, has earned the right to reach for the sky.
