Douglass has mastered the art of grassroots promotion with the help of his fan base. His last three
recording efforts were financed almost entirely by the support of his fans pre-ordering records and
contributing donations directly through his website. House Concerts hosted also by fans make up a large
portion of his national touring. As a full-time independent artist, it is important to come up with intimate,
new ways to remind people your still there, Douglass proclaims. Douglass was born and raised in rural
Vermont, winning local talent shows in his early teens. He taught himself to play the piano guitar and
began writing his own songs during junior high. While attending Brewster Academy, a college-prep
boarding high school in New Hampshire, Douglass composed and recorded the material for his first two
albums. On graduation day, the schools Headmaster presented him with a music award publicly
announcing that Gregory was the first student he would ever encourage NOT to go to college, advice that
convinced him to immediately pursue music full-time. Today, Douglass has firmly established himself as a
serious musical talent around the globe.
